Special Topics in East Asian
Studies

The field of Korean Studies in North America emerged since the 1940s, as
a result of the growing interests in East Asia since the World War II. It
grew out of the necessity to better understand China or Japan, the two
nations that seemed to represent all of “Asia.” In other words, the Korean
studies developed in conjunction with the need to develop political strategies
to keep East Asia in check. On the other hand, the Korean Studies in South
Korea was established as an academic field in the late 1970s in order to
articulate and promote Korean culture to the international audiences. Since
then, the field underwent various transformations and has now gained an
important place in the international academia. Despite the recent
development, however, the Korean Studies remains as an enigma to many
scholars and students because of the field’s seemingly ambiguous boundaries
and unclear methodologies.

“Special Topics in East Asian Studies: Methodological Approach to Korean
Studies” is designed to address some of the challenges and difficulties that
the scholars and students of Korean Studies face today. The aim of the
course is to provide an overview as well as the theoretical underpinning of
the field of Korean Studies both in Korea and abroad. By examining some of
the key issues and topics covered in Korean Studies, the students are
encouraged to define their own understanding of the field as well as their
own research methodologies for the topics of their interests.
