This course aims at looking into comparison of cultures of the three Northeastern
countries such as China, Japan and Korea in many perspectives.

KS507
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Aesthetic View of Korean
People

This course tries to find out what kind of aesthetic views Korean people have had
and how it has developed throughout the history of Korea.

KS509
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Introduction to the Korean
Folklore

This is an introductory course on Korean folklore in a graduate level. It explores
basic concepts and characteristics of Korean folklore. Along with textual studies,
fieldtrips are also included to get a firsthand experience in the field.

KS512
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Korean Religions

This course investigates the religions of Korea which played an important role in the
making of Korean culture. The religions examined in this course will be Shamanism,
Buddhism, Confucianism and Taoism.

KS513
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Graduate Seminar in Korean
Visual Culture

This course introduces basic theoretical and methodological issues in visual
anthropology. Students are also encouraged to practice and produce basic visual
works.

KS514
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Studies in Contemporary
Korean Culture

The main objective of this course is to examine contemporary Korean culture. What
are the characteristics of Korean popular culture? Based on approaches of cultural
studies, students learn and deal with contemporary issues of Korean culture.

By exploring key
concepts and major works of important figures in this field, students learn how
Korean aesthetics has been interpreted from the past.

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Globalization and Korean
society

Since with the segyehwa campaign in the late 1990s, South Korea has entered a
period of major social and structural change. The liberalization of laws on trade,
travel, and migration led to an outpouring of foreigners entering Korea as well as
Koreans leading more transnational lifestyles overseas. At the same time, with the
advent of social media and the growing ubiquity of the Korean Wave, Koreans have
also demonstrated changing patterns of conceiving Korean identity and engaging in
Korean society both socially and politically. This course analyzes how globalization
has changed the nature of Korean identities, labor markets, educational policies, civic
engagement, marriage and the family, and cultural consumption.
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Theories and Practices of
Teaching Korean Culture

This course is to offer an overview of the theoretical and empirical issues in the
study of teaching Korean culture for foreigners and aims to help students design a
lecture on their own. Students would learn how to put their knowledge and
understanding of Korean culture into the practice in the field of education.
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Korean Cultural Studies in
Multicultural Era

This course examines the multicultural issues in Korean society that have arisen
from cultural differences. Intended to develop students' critical and comparative
perspectives on Korean culture, the course will review important research
methodologies and theories within cultural studies. Throughout the semester,
students will analyze the practices and discourses that are framed the explanations
of Koreans and immigrants in terms of ethnicity and culture.
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Reading Korean Consumer
Culture through Media
Advertisements II

This course is the 2" part of prior investigation into Korean conusmer culture, which
is to offer an overview of how Korean consumer culture has evolved since the turn
of 20" century. Various media advertisements are to be analyzed and investigated in
order to understand the transformation of Korean everyday life.
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Understanding Korean
Aesthetics

This course is to offer an overview of how Korean aesthetics culture has developed
in the past. Various artistic genre is to be inveestigated in order to understand the
uniqueness of Korean aesthetic tradition.
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Family Life and Culture in
Korea

This course examines family ideology and family culture of Korea. How have
the changing social structure and value system influenced forms and
meanings of Korean family? We will explore the social effect of changing
family culture in South Korea.
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Culture and Tourism in
Korea

The purpose of this course is to examine the sociopolitical implications of
tourism in Korea. We will explore both domestic and international
circumstances for tourist industry. Also the process by which the concepts
of identity and traditionality are constructed and consumed will be analyzed.
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Commemorations and
Politics of Memory in Korea

In this course, we explore the process of commemorations and the
contested meaning of monuments in South Korea. A special focus is on the
ways in which public memory is constructed and perpetuated.
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Museum Cultures and
Material Representation

Museums are more than static places where objects are displayed with
silence. This course examine how particular culture and history is
represented and educated at museums to understand mueums as contact
zones of contested interpretations.
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Culture and Society of North
Korea

This course is designed to explore North Korean culture and society. Both
North Korean images circulated via mass media and narratives told by North
Korean defectors will be examined to understand Korean culture. A
comparative perspective toward North and South Korean cultures will be
employed in this course.
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Food, Culture, and Society
in East Asia

This course is an anthropological exploration of food and culture in East
Asia. We will explore various socio-cultural aspects, as well as the historical
contexts, of contemporary cuisine and food consumption in Korea, Japan,
and China.
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Seminar in Korean Studies I

Seminar in KS I (“Encountering Korean Pop Culture) is designed for 1st year
graduate students who wish to contextualize their cultural experiences in a
theoretical framework of Korea’s modernity. The course focuses on thematic
readings such as cultural theories and different types of modernisms as well as
some field trips to various cultural sites. By doing so, the course aims to explore the
continuity or discontinuity between past and present in order to examine the
makings of contemporary Korean society and culture industry.
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Seminar in Korean Studies I

Seminar in KS II aims to explore foundational structures of the field of Korean
Studies that has been largely defined as a regional studies abroad but somewhat
nationalistic or traditional interdisciplinary program in Korea. For this reason,
designing research methodologies for one’s own research area has often been
challenging for students and scholars of the field. Students study some of the
ongoing issues while examining various research methodologies and theoretical
frameworks of Korean Studies. This course is recommended to those who major in
Korean culture and are on their thesis or dissertation writing stage so it is designed
as a writing workshop in which students are encouraged to share their research
drafts and exchange feedbacks with each other while investigating a larger body of
historical and theoretical works from which the most recent monographs and
publications in Korean Studies and Asian Studies draw.
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Special Topics in Korean
Studies I

This course will provide the overview of Korean language and culture, which will help
the students to be able to identify the Koreans and Korean sociocultural
phenomenon. The topics of the course include Hallyu, Hanguel, the Historical Role of
Women in Korean Society, Religion, Ideology, and Belief Systems, Korean Language
and Patter of Communication, Korean Literature and Physical and Visual Arts. This
course has been selected as the Korea Foundation Global E-School course, and will
be simultaneously video-cast to Hong Kong University, which is a leading university in
the world located in Asia. Ewha has offered Korea Foundation Global E-School
courses since Fall 2011. We hope that student swill gain avaluable multi-national and
multi-cultural experience. Students from Ewha Womans University and Hong Kong
University will be teamed up in student teams, which will form the basis for class
discussion, on-line debate, team project, etc.
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Special Topics in Korean
Studies I

This course will help the students to be able to identify the Koreans and Korean
sociocultural phenomenon. The topics of the course include Korean Language and
Pattern of Communication, Korean Literature and Physical and Visual Arts.
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Advanced Korean Studies I

In this course we look at the place of theory and criticism in the study of ‘Asia’ in
the academy today, with particular attention to the origins and rise of modern
comparative literary studies. We will engage in topics such as the construction of
‘literature’, literary traditions, and national cultures in a comparative context;
articulations of internationalism and cosmopolitanism as counter-discourses: recent
debates on nationalism and modernity, cultural studies, gender studies, translation
and travel, imperialism and subalternity, and the proliferation of ‘post-’ studies
(postmodern, post-colonial, post-ethnic) as they pertain to our research and writing.
We will aim to strike up a dialogue between current topics in Asian studies and a
larger body of theoretical and historical work from which it draws.
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Advanced Korean Studies I

This is an advanced course to Korean Studies 1
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Special Topics in East Asian
Studies

The field of Korean Studies in North America emerged since the 1940s, as a result
of the growing interests in East Asia since the World War II. It grew out of the
necessity to better understand China or Japan, the two nations that seemed to
represent all of “Asia.” In other words, the Korean studies developed in conjunction
with the need to develop political strategies to keep East Asia in check. On the other
hand, the Korean Studies in South Korea was established as an academic field in
the late 1970s in order to articulate and promote Korean culture to the international
audiences. Since then, the field underwent various transformations and has now
gained an important place in the international academia. Despite the recent
development, however, the Korean Studies remains as an enigma to many scholars
and students because of the field's seemingly ambiguous boundaries and unclear
methodologies.

“Special Topics in East Asian Studies: Methodological Approach to Korean Studies” is
designed to address some of the challenges and difficulties that the scholars and
students of Korean Studies face today. The aim of the course is to provide an
overview as well as the theoretical underpinning of the field of Korean Studies both
in Korea and abroad. By examining some of the key issues and topics covered in
Korean Studies, the students are encouraged to define their own understanding of
the field as well as their own research methodologies for the topics of their
interests.
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Korean Diaspora from a
Sociological Perspective

This course uses a sociological approach to analyze the diverse experiences of
overseas Koreans in the United States, Japan, China, the Russian Far East and
Brazil. We will investigate the historical trajectories of migration, ethnic community
construction, identity politics, and other processes of immigration adaptation from a
comparative perspective.

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13. Medical Insurance

All international students are required to enroll in BOTH “A” and “B” health insurance plans as below.

Failure to have “A” (National Health Insurance) fees duly paid or to enroll in “B” (private health
insurance) will result in restrictions or penalties with regard to students’ visa and/or academic status
in Korea. Such students will be restricted from having their visa issued or extended, having official
university certificates issued, and applying for scholarships.

A. National Health Insurance (NHI)
International students holding a D-2 visa will be mandatorily enrolled in the Korean National Health
Insurance (NHI) (those entering Korea for the first time and not registered as foreigners: will be
enrolled as of their foreigner registration date). No action is required from students, as students
will be enrolled automatically. Students must follow the instructions by the National Health
Insurance Service and pay their monthly insurance fee accordingly.

- D-2 visa holders: Automatically enrolled as of date of entry into Korea
* Those entering Korea for the first time and not registered as foreigners: Automatically
enrolled as of foreigner registration date
Enrollment - F-4 visa holders: Enrolled as of date of admission into university after entry into
Korea
* Submission of Enroliment Certificate is required for F-4 visa holders as the NHIS is

not able to confirm whether an F-4 visa holder is an international student
