It grew out of the
necessity to better understand China or Japan, the two nations that seemed to
represent all of “Asia.” In other words, the Korean studies developed in conjunction
with the need to develop political strategies to keep East Asia in check. On the other
hand, the Korean Studies in South Korea was established as an academic field in
the late 1970s in order to articulate and promote Korean culture to the international
audiences. Since then, the field underwent various transformations and has now
gained an important place in the international academia. Despite the recent
development, however, the Korean Studies remains as an enigma to many scholars
and students because of the field’'s seemingly ambiguous boundaries and unclear
methodologies.

“Special Topics in East Asian Studies: Methodological Approach to Korean Studies” is
designed to address some of the challenges and difficulties that the scholars and
students of Korean Studies face today. The aim of the course is to provide an
overview as well as the theoretical underpinning of the field of Korean Studies both
in Korea and abroad. By examining some of the key issues and topics covered in
Korean Studies, the students are encouraged to define their own understanding of
the field as well as their own research methodologies for the topics of their
interests.
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KS711

Qualitative Reserch Methods

This course will offer an overview of how to conduct qualitative reserch from its
inception in formulating a proper reserch question, to collecting and analyzing data,
to finally, writing up findings in publishable form. The course uses key texts in
sociological reserch design, covers reserch ethics, and is organized in workshop-style
format where students go through each step of the process of carrying out a
reserch project together each week.

This course combines an introduction to the anthropology of food in general and an
exploration of Korean food culture in contemporary Korean society.

This course will examine some of the central theories, thoughts, debates regarding
cultural heritage to gain an increased understanding of such issues as the use/abuse
of the past, utilization/preservation of cultural heritage, identity politics, and
authenticity. To understand how the concept and practice of cultural heritage are at
work in contemporary world, this course will explore the tension and conflict between
the global/local, dominant/minority groups, and the past/present. Effects and efforts
of policies, legal frameworks, international organizations are also explored to better
situate recent issues related to cultural heritage.
