Nomination by home institution. 
Cumulative GPA of 3.0/4.0 (B average) or equivalent. 
English language proficiency as evidenced by: 

� TOEFL score of 600 or higher on the written test.  
� TOEFL score of 250 or higher on computer-based test. 
� TOEFL score of 100 or higher on Internet-based test. 
� IELTS overall score of 7.0. No band score below 6.0. 
� Duolingo score of 120. 
� PTE socre of 68. 

Application deadlines For Spring semester (January – May):  apply by October 1 
For Fall semester (September – December): apply by April 1 

Visa 
Accepted exchange students will receive from GW the form DS 2019 CERTIFICATE OF 

ELIGIBILITY FOR EXCHANGE VISITOR (J-1) STATUS.  This form is required to obtain a J-1 visa at the 
nearest U.S. consulate.
